Ok folks - what I’ve done here is four things:

I’ve eliminated redundant letters, put quick vowel that you over in smaller type,

put the accented syllables (the ones on the first and third beats of the bar) in BOLD CAPS.

Where there are two syllables roughly equally on the same note, then I’ve put two dots above them

If a syllable has more than one note (of whatever length), I’ve put dashes after it - -

If there is a triplet rhythm, I’ve indicated that with a triplet sign ==3=—Apart from the triplet lines,

all the lines have the same rhythm.
